• the University of Liverpool provide 

an extensive database of online 

learning materials through a 

purpose-built platform for over 

100 academics at their twin, 

Sumy State University, so they 

can continue to teach.

• The University of She�eld, twinned 

with Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic 

Institute (KPI), who highlighted the 

practical assistance their provided, 

including rebuilding air raid 

shelters.

• The University of the West of 

Scotland, who sent students from 

the Ukrainian State University of 

Railway Transport power banks 

and lamps.

• Swansea University, who have 

brought Ukrainian students over 

from their twin, Petro Mohyla Black 

Sea National University (PMBSNU), 

for study visits.
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
